Dear Sixth Grade Students and Parents,

Welcome to the sixth grade! Our team wants to give you some important information and to share some thoughts to help all of us have a great school year. Camp Cispus (our Outdoor Education Program) is located near Randle, Washington. Since school starts later than usual this year we will only have five school days before we leave!  Cispus dates this year are 9/14-9/17 so it will be very important to get medical forms/prescriptions/doctor's letters of permission to give medication, as well as field trip permission slips turned in right away.  Cispus paperwork has been sent home already. Please feel free to return them to the middle school office at your earliest convenience. If you haven’t already, make sure that you’ve paid the $150.00 non-refundable Cispus fee or made arrangements to get it paid – remember that you can make payments. The outdoor education program builds teamwork and helps students develop problem-solving skills. Typically all students attend Cispus and have a wonderful and fun experience that they will never forget.  Here is some other information that may be useful for you.
