A graduating senior of the Class of 2008 started a fund for 

Dyslexia Diagnosis and Awareness.  DDA helps students, 

regardless of academic standing, who may struggle with 

dyslexia but do not qualify for Special Education Services.  

This fund can help students obtain a Dyslexia diagnosis in 

order to qualify for 504 accommodations or pay costs of that 

diagnosis not covered by private insurance.  In addition, DDA 

funds may pay for professionals to come and speak with 

parents and educators about how to recognize signs of 

dyslexia in children. Donations to support this fund are 

welcomed and appreciated!
