
Suicide Threat or Attempt

Student shares suicide
ideation, e.g. I want to die.

Parent reports concern about 
ideation, e.g. My son says he is 
going to kill himself.

Another student reports concern 
about ideation, e.g. My friend says 
she doesn't want to live.

Staff reports concern about 
ideation, e.g. My student 
says "I want to die."

Staff member promptly reports concern of ideation to school counselor, asst. principal or principal

School counselor, asst. principal or principal promptly meet with student to investigate and informally assess suicide risk.

Assessing Risk:
Complete Safety Risk 

Questionnaire
Do they have a plan?

NO, Student does not have a plan.
No apparent signs of immediate threatYES, Student has a plan.

Call Family and inform them of the 
situation. Ask them to come to school.

Call family and inform them of the situation. 
Provide suicide response resources 

to family as applicable.

1. Call Discovery Behavioral Health: 360-385-0321

2. Complete a Student Safety Plan with student.

3. Obtain mutual exchange signature(s) on Release of 
Information Form from parent AND student (when 13 
or older) to speak with mental health provider or 
doctor.

4. Provide suicide resources to family and suggest 
immediate follow-up and evaluation with emergency 
room (preferred) CDMHP.

Student remains with adult until released to family or emergency responders.

Complete a Student Safety Plan with student
as applicable.

1. Consult with Mental Health Provider to support student and 
develop Re-Entry Plan.

2. Communicate safety plan to building staff and family.

3. Provide ongoing follow up per intervention/re-entry plan.

Is the plan initiated, imminent or high risk?

NO, but there is a 
SERIOUS THREAT
